The Sacrament of Baptism normally takes place at the ordinary Sunday worship service at St. George’s.  It is certainly expected that all those offering themselves as sponsors or god-parents to candidates will receive Holy Communion at that service. 

The clergy at St. George’s Church will endeavour where possible to meet the request of the family as to a suitable date for the proposed baptism. 

At least one meeting between the clergy and the candidate (or parents) must be held in order to discuss the implications and meaning of baptism, and to prepare for receipt of the sacrament.

The ceremony of baptism involves the acceptance of certain formal promises that are made either by the candidate (if an adult) or on behalf of the candidate (if a child).  Generally speaking, these include:
· the desire to lead a Christian life; 
· to participate regularly in public Christian worship; 
· to learn the fundamentals of the Christian faith (for example, at Sunday School in the case of children); 
· to pray; 
· to partake regularly of the Holy Communion.
